e Advisers will receive testing instructions and log-in information by Thursday, January 15.
e Testing begins on Monday, January 19.

o Testing closes promptly at 5:00pm on Friday, January 30.

e Thereis no late registration for this event.

e Winners will be announced by Friday, February 6.

e Advisers will have access to results by the week of February 16.

Where?

Online! For this competition, the requirements are that tests be taken in your school environment and be proctored
throughout the entire testing time. There is flexibility in the proctoring role. We do not require a business educator to
proctor so you can ask other school staff members to proctor so students can complete tests at a time convenient to
everyone. All participants will receive a ribbon at SLC to showcase their achievement.

Testing
Testing procedures will be sent to advisers by January 15. After the competition winners are announced, advisers will be
able to access scores.



Competitions

There is no limit on the number of competitors per event a chapter may have. Each member may participate in 5 (five)
online tests. Objective tests are not available for the Collegiate level events. Collegiate members may take any of the high
school division objective tests as practice for their competitive events.
